he turnout was disappointingly low, with less than
20 attending the Cancer Network Fundraising Dinner
that was organized and hosted by Friends of Whitepine
Grange on Sat., June 17.

Nonetheless, those who showed up were treated to
a great dinner of traditional Cajun gumbo (sausage and
chicken) and Cajun cake. The dinner was FREE and
open to the public, and guests were even invited to
bring their own beer to the event.

Two games were held to raise funds for the Cancer
Network. Of Sanders County. One was an egg-drop
game. Thirty eggs sat in a tray, and only two of the
eggs were hard-boiled. Participants could buy an egg
for $20 each and then, when all the eggs were sold,
they lined up to break their eggs into a big bowl.
Whoever purchased one of the hard-boiled eggs won a
$200 gift certificate to Harvest Food. That person was
Wyatt Clawson, one of our Junior Grange members,
from Trout Creek.

The second game was “Heads or Tails.” Participants
could buy into the game for $10. Just before a coin
toss (by Don Manning), contestants would declare
“heads” by placing their hands on their heads, or “Tails”
by placing their hands on their rear ends. Each time the
coin was tossed and results revealed, those who
guessed wrong would be eliminated.

That magical moment....Wyatt breaks his egg and discovers
it’s a winner. Susan McFarland, Whitepine Grange
volunteer, affirms with delight.

The last man standing in this event was—you
guessed it—Wyatt Clawson once again! This time the 11-year-old won a $200 to the Trout Creek Local Store.

Happiest of all were his grandparents who promised Wyatt he could buy some ice cream, and his 12-year-old sister
Neveah could buy a pizza. The rest went into the family
grocery fund.

Due to the low turnout for the dinner, Friends of
Whitepine Grange was only able to raise $230 for the Cancer
Network. This was generously augmented by a check from
Trout Creek Community Improvement Association which
donated $1,500 to be presented through the Grange.

The recorders and class materials were
purchased from a grant from the Mockingbird
Foundation, which encourages musical
training for youngsters. The students get to
keep the recorders for good if they finish the
seven-week program at Whitepine Grange.

Country music superstar Marty
Stuart is coming to the Rex Theater
on July 27 for one show. It's a
miracle we were able to snag him
for our own show in Thompson
Falls, as he'll be on his way to
Kalispell for a huge concert and
then on to the famous "Red Ants"
music festival in White Sulphur
Springs, where he is a headline act.

Back in 1977 when | was a
journalist for Music City News in
Nashville, my friends and | would
hang out most weeknights at the
original Station Inn, a bluegrass
joint where the nightly
entertainment was a jam session
with the best bluegrass musicians
in the country, most of whom were
broke and had nothing better to do than pick each night. Marty
Stuart was about 17 at the time and would frequently stop by and sit
in with his mandolin for a set or two. Even then, young Marty was a
phenome. Though fairly small in stature, he always caused a murmur
as he'd saunter in, wearing sharply creased bluejeans and a dapper
scarf around his neck. His thick black hair was carefully coiffed and
nothing was out of place. He was quiet and sure of himself, with an
air of wisdom beyond his years. In short, he didn't quite fit in with
our mutually scruffy musician friends. But his musical ability certainly
did!

Marty had started his showbiz career just two years earlier when,
at age 15, he was recruited to go on the road with the legendary
Lester Flatt (as in "Flatt and Scruggs"). That gig subsequently opened
every door in the business. Marty married Johnny Cash's daughter,
formed his own band (now called "The Fabulous Superlatives"),
signed with MCA Records, played on countless recording sessions,
wrote musical soundtracks for movies, he's been nominated and won
numerous Grammies, and later married the woman of his long-time
dreams, recording star Connie Smith of the Grand Ole Opry.

Oh, and he also had his own TV show. All these decades later, | still
think of Marty as that young kid in the creased bluejeans at the
Station Inn. Even then, everyone just knew Marty was destined for
greatness. We frankly expected this show at the Rex would sell out
overnight.

It's a mystery that there are still tickets available. If you want to
see true greatness once in your life, in your own little theater in
Thompson Falls, reserve your tickets NOW.

Professional Bear Guard is returning for encore presentation

Brent Hudson spent 38 years as a professional bear
guard in Alaska, Canada and parts of the U.S. He has
studied and encountered, and guided hunters to
thousands of bears of all species in North America.

He also survived a brutal attack by a Kodiak bear, and
now has dedicated his life to helping others avoid “bear
encounters of the worst kind.”

Last year Hudson presented his “Be Bear Aware” class
at Whitepine Grange and kept the large audience
enthralled for more than two hours. During his
presentations Hudson covers everything from bear
behavior to migratory trends, pointing out that the threat
of bears to humans is rising exponentially with changes in
hunting legislation, development of wilderness land, and
more humans recreating in the back country.

Hudson will return for another two-hour presentation
on Tuesday, July 25, 7pm at Whitepine Grange. His
presentation is geared toward average recreationalists—
hikers, mountain bikers, campers, backcountry horse
folks—venturing into the Montana great outdoors. You
may be shocked at some of the photos and first-hand
accounts he has, but you will never forget the advice he
imparts. Itis grounded in experience and knowledge.
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
